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How to use and apply for
bicycle parking lot
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If you ride a bicycle, motorized
bicycle (with a total displacement
of 50cc or less), or motorcycle
(with a total displacement of more
than 50cc and up to 125cc), you
can use the bicycle parking lots
located near train stations and
other areas. There are two ways to
use the parking lot: temporary use,
which means you pay each time
you park when there is a vacancy,
and regular use with a commuter
pass. Regular use is recommended
for those who regularly ride their
bicycles from home to the station
for work or school, as it is more
reasonable and convenient.

For temporary use, it costs 100
yen per use for bicycle, and 200
yen per use for a motorized bicycle
or motorcycle. You can purchase
tickets at the parking lot. Discount
ticket books are also available.

For regular use, there are
five different pricing categories,
depending on the parking lot. High
school students and younger pay
half price. Please inquire at the
parking lot you wish to use for
specific pricing information.

Regular use contracts begin in
April and require an application.
If you would like to apply for a
regular use contract starting in
April 2025, the application period

is as follows:

Furthermore, you
can experience the intensity of a
major earthquake in an earthquake
simulator and practice escaping
through a simulated smoke-filled
environment (using harmless
smoke) to prepare for fires that
may occur after an earthquake.

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Enjoy cherry blossoms in

spring
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Cherry blossoms in Funabashi
usually bloom from late March to
early April. As the flowering season
approaches, you will hear many
TV programs reporting on cherry
blossom forecasts (cherry blossom
fronts) that vary by type and region
from south to north of Japan, and
talk about cherry blossom viewing.
Here are some famous cherry
blossom spots in Funabashi City.

"Ebigawa Jogging Road": We
recommend taking a stroll while
looking at the cherry blossom
tunnels on both sides of the
Ebigawa River, which is about 3
kilometers round trip! There are
about 500 cherry trees planted.
At night, the roads are lit up with
lanterns. There are also food stalls
along the river. There is no parking
lot nearby, so please use public
transportation.

"Funabashi H.C. Andersen Park":
Why not have a picnic while looking
at the cherry blossoms around the
Rainbow Pond or on the lawn field
in Wanpaku Kingdom Zone (Kids
Kingdom Zone). There are about
800 cherry trees of 10 varieties
planted. There is an admission fee
to Andersen Park.

"Otaki Park": Approximately 100
cherry trees are planted within
the park. Along with the cherry
blossoms at the adjacent Otaki
Fudoson Konzoji Temple, this
is one of the Funabashi's most
famous cherry blossom viewing
spots. At night, the park is lit up
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with lanterns, making a stroll while
admiring the cherry blossoms at
night is a special experience.
